Mental Mechanism

¢ N ntal mechanism’ is a psychological term

which may be defined as the process
by which the individual tries to bring him-
self into harmony with his environment
as well as with the demands of his own needs
and nature. Man, with the awakening of
his consciousness realises his weakness and
helplessness in the midst of the confiicts
between his individual needs and the social
needs. Sometimes, circumstances are such
that it is neither possible nor desirable to
gratify the inner impulses. A man is not
in harmony with himself or his environment
when the demands of his appetides or ins-
tincts are not possible to be satisfied in
course of social life. To adjust himself to
the environment and to bring the harmony,
the individual has to adjust himself with
the social needs and his individual needs,
According to Freud, “the reality principle”
which grows as the child comes into contact
with the realities of life compels him to
forego many of his inner impulses, But the
unsatisfied urges do not lie always dormant
and sometimes become urgent and seek to
emerge into conscious behaviour, But as
these are socially disapproved, feelings of
shame and guilt in the conscious self resist

and try to held them down. But the un-
conscious motives are sometimes so urgent
and strong that if they find no out let to
express at least in a disguised form lead to
give the individual certain

appearance of
abnormality.

So the conscious state of mind
resorts to various stratagems or ‘defence
mechanism® to protect himself égainst the
strong unconscious motives,

Psychoanalysis defines many forms of

such mental mechanisms. ‘Reaction forma-

tion’ is one of such mechanisms which means
the exaggeration of the opposite motives.
A person once loved and admired may at
times arouse a feeling of hostility and detes-
tation and this is very distressing for the
person who loved him and he reacts by
inflating his love and admiration as much as

possible, Thus excessive devotion to some-
body, for example, may

be the negation
of hatred. %

Here one projects
the blame on other to-relieve one’s own
emotional tension.

Perhaps ‘Repression’ is the most central
concept in all Freudian work. Repression
occurs when an impulse or idea which is
unpleasant or painful or associated with
feeling of guilt or shame is excluded from
consciousness. The person willingly forgets
such - experiences in order to relieve mental
tension by repressing these in unconscious
mind, Freudians’ unconscious mind is full
of such repressed desires and ideas. They
say that we remember our cheques but forget
our bills. We forget because we do not
want to remember. The thing thus forgotten,
if remembered, would lead to unpleasant
feeling. So we forget them in order to avoid
mental tension, According to Freudian
school the slip of pen, slip of tongue are
nothing but temporary forgetting which are
caused by repression.

*Rationalisation’  is very subtle
mechanism in which the repressed impulses
ideas or behaviour express
themselves in circular and subtle manner.
It is justification of our behaviour which
would normally be judged as silly. irrespon—
sible or socially undesirable. Rationalisation
is different from lying, In lying the indivi-
dual offers false reasons consciously, whereas
in rationalisation the justification is some-
what unconscious. ;

There are various forms of rationul"i'sation,
such as ‘sour gmpes’ form, ‘self justification’,
‘cweet lemon form' etc. The ‘sour grapes’
is a form of rationalisation in which the
individual being unable to reach his goal
underestimates or denies the importance of
that goal.

not a healthy mechanism.
‘Day dreaming’ is another form of defence

mechanism which is moTe frequent with the
introvert persons and in general, more
frequent with the children than in adults,
Day dreaming 0CCUrS in persons who devote
more time in semi-automatic occupation such
as sewing or knitting. In many adults it
occurs at time when they lie awake in bed
seeking sleep that refuses to come. Itisa
compc:lsatory device which is to some extent
necessary for releiving mind from distress
caused by unfulfilled desires. People gene-
¢ shelter of day dreaming in order
to gratify to some extent the desires that
remain ungratified .in real life. The dullard

etc, Thus day-dreaming is a form of mental
mechanism, a certain amount of which is
necessary for maintaining mental equili-
brium. To this extent day-dreaming is help-
ful. But there is danger when the child
tends to withdraw from the active, social
world in order to enjoy his day-dreams. An
early symptom of many cases of schizophre-
nia is such withdrawal from reality. In

“adolescence the danger of day dreaming is

greater. Adolescence is a period for the
youth to face and overcome boldly the
problem of life, not to retreat from these,
Moreover an excessive day-dieamer may
confuse the real world with the world of
imagination, yet the value of day dreaming
lies in the fact that it consoles the deprived
minds and if the imaginative power behind
it can be properly sublimated it can give
rise to poetic dramatic or artistic activities.

Besides these above, ‘sublimation’ is a
very important and healthy mechanism by
which the socially und sirable instincts and
desires are redirected to ¢xpress into a soci-
ally accepted channel.  This concept of
‘sublimation’ was first introduced by Freud,
He defined it as unconscious deflection of
1libido’  (Libido is defined as “the energy...
of those instincts which have to do with all
that may be comprised under the world
"love” ). Freud also used'|the phrase ‘sexual
instinet® to mean ‘libids’, According to him
arts, scicntific pursuits, literature etc, are the
sucCessful sublimation of the sex impulse.
But this view of Freud’s sublimation which

Includes only the sex impulse is a nature
of Controversy.

: Kcepiﬂg aside Frend’s view on sublima-
ton, many of the impulses and emotions
Which are non-sexual in nature may be subli-
mated, The emotions of fear, hatred, anger,

self assertive instinct, curiosity and many
others, if allowed to express in thejr crude
form, will be identicial to the behaviour of
the lower animals. But as these are natural
urges, these can neither be destroyed nor
tepressed.  Repression of these has always
been disastrous for mentel health, Hence
such tendencies be at least redirécted form
socially undesirable way and thercby reduce
mental tension. Anger, self assertive ins-
tinct may be sublimated in the impulse

"of competition. Fear may be sublimated

in fear for vice or dishonour, In fact, we
the civilized persons are sublimating our
impulses and desires in someway or other,

These are few of the mental mechanisms
by which the individual tries to adjust
himself with the environment and the
demands of his own nature, Thus these
exert great lnfluence on mental health, To
be frank and honest in all relations, but
especially in all relations with oneself, is
the first principle of Mental Hygiene, Con-

Aflicts and repressions are the great agent of

mental disorder. To avoid these is impo-
ssible, because conflict is inevitable and
repression is necessary for those who would

live on a higer state than the brute. Without

conflict and repression there would be no

sublimation, and sublimation is the civili-
zation. Repression should not be identified
with neurosis rather neurosis is the result
of unsuccessful represson. There is danger
of unsuccessful use of (he mental mecha-
nisms, yet we must have to rely; on certain
mechanism in order to keep in balance ©Ur
mental health,  Some adjust well by suceess:

From the Victorians through the Edwardians
to the Georgians there has been a marked in-
crease in the interest among novelists and
readers in problems of a technical or almost
purely technilal sort. Possibly one of the
major technical changes has come in the
attitude towards plot. Some at least of the
major Edwardians betray technical pre-
occupations that are rarely met with among
the Victorians. With the Georgians, the
pre-occupation with artistry becomes para-
mount. The Georgians strive constantly to
achieve form without the aid of a symmetri-
cal plot. ‘

The characteristic Edwardian -novel was
concerned with the discussion of ideds :
scientific, social, political, industrial, psycho-
logical and so forth, and was designed for
the large middle class public which had
grown up during the nineteenth century and
was now well established, H, G. Wells
(‘Anne Veronica’, ‘The Passionate Friends’,
‘Mr, Britling Sees It Through’, Joan And

Peter’), Arnold Bennet (‘The Old Wives’ |

Tale’, ‘Clayhanger’, ‘Hilda Lessways’, ‘These
Twain’) and Galsworthy (‘The Country
House’, ‘The Patrician’, ‘Fraternity’, ‘The
Forsyte saga’) canbe cited as instances,

No revolutionary changes in the concep-
tion of the novel as aliterary form were
introduced by Joseph Conrad, Somerset-
Mangham, Sir Hugh Walpole and E, M,
Forster, But each wrote books of consider-
able distinction, original in technique and
in content, An outstanding example is
E.M, Forster’s ‘A Passage to India’, There
remain to be considered a few writers who
looked upon the novel in a completely new
way, The novel, like the stage play, entered
on an experimental phase when the novelist
began to seek for a profounder intepretation
of the workings of the human mind by using
the discoveries of the psychoanalysis. D.H,
Lawrance, Dorothy Richardson,
Woolf and James Joyce were novelists
with an entirely different and Dew approach
to the art of fiction,

D. H. Lawrence was the most prominent
of the novelists who were influenced by the

ﬁSYCiloanaiysis, He revolted againstqthe do-
mination of life by the intellect, by pruden-

_ tial morality and by conventional sentiment,

His novels were not concerned with telling,
stories, but with the study of inner conficts
and ‘their resolution, His frankness on
sexual relations went beyond anything so far
known in the English novel, His first great
novel was ‘Sons and Lovers (1980). This
was followed by ‘Aaron’s Rod’, ‘Kangaroo
Lady Chatterley’s Lover’ and others... No
other contemporary novelist was Lawrence’s
equal in communicating an extraordinarily
vivid sense of living things and beings,
Huxley described Lawrence as “an upspring-
ing fountain of vitality and his wo sare
but living water from such a fountnin”,

Dorothy Rechardson, James Joyce .and.

Virginia- Woolf are the chief practitioners ‘of
‘the streani’of consciousness’ techmque in the
modern novel, Coined by Walllam James
in ‘Principles of Psychology’ \1890) to refer
to the flow" of mne!,.experxenoes the term
‘stream of cQ sciousness’ in llteratnre desig-~
nates a techmque for the de iction of the
thoughts and feelings- which flow, with no
apparent logic through the mm‘d of a chara-
cter, To create the lllusmn of the chaotic
stream which we recogmse ml\reahty, the
writer presents the seemingly ragdom impre-
ssions and feelings the character has at a
specific time. Since, however, the writer is
concerned with artistic form rather than
absolute fidelity to life, only those elements
in the stream are selected which are relevant
to the narrative. Interest is less in event
than in speculation upon life and in chara-
Cter revealation. First developed by the
French novelist Edouard Dujard in ‘Les
Lauriers Sout Coupes’ (1888), the stream of

consciousness technique has been wxdely
influential. . R
Dorothy Richardson was “the first e§90n°nt
in English literature of the ‘streéam of
consciousness’ technique.” ‘Pointed ROOfS
published in 1915 is the first of a series of
novels subsequently completed and pubhshed
as ‘Pilgrimage’ (1915—35\ the whole
forming a 'mental hlstory of Mirian chder—
son whose though_ts and 1mpressmns recorded
from.. . movement to. movement enabled
Dorothy Richardson td convey the very sense
of life. “Pilgrimage” has, in the accepted
sense, no plot, no comedy, no tragedy, io.

James Joyce’s experiments with the stream
of consciousness technique were far more
elaborate than Rlchardson s. ]oyce has
oompletely rejected the traditional concep-
tion of the novel. He uses the expressionist’s
technlque by which characters are projected
not by reporting their actions and chains
(as observed from without by an omniscient
author), but by making the characters them-
selves reveal their .inmost thoughts, meods
and feelings, however, mszgmﬁcant fragmen_

tary and fleeting these may be. The expre-

ssionist sees a man’s life not as a sequence .
of separate acts and emotions, each capable
of analysis in isolation, but rather as &
‘stream  of °°n8010usness . eddying and
flowing in a perpetual flux which is only :
partly shown in what he says or does.
James Joyce discards the tradi S
methods of compositipn’ and evolves ¢ '
kind of Ianguage in wlnch notmal syntax is - :
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abandoned and the senterice is ne more the
basic unit of expression. He employs a
language in which words are torn from their
customary association, mutilated, coined
afresh and sense chasing helter-skelter after
the illusive shreds of meaning.

James Joyce pushed the ‘stream of cons-
ciousness’ method to its farthest in ‘Ulysses’.
Ulysses is the record of a single day in the
lives of a group of people in Dubblin in
1904. It is a very ordinary but comprehen-
sive day with a funeral, a birth and adultery,
and even—glory of the common place—a
parade. Ulysses describes the lives of
Stephen Debalus, Leopold Bloom and bis
wife Marion Tweedy Bloom, between 8
O’clock in the morning of June 16, 1904 and
2 A. M. the next day, In his treatment of
Marion Bloom, Joyce uses the stream of
consciousness method most thoroughly. In
language and structure, Ulysses is one of
the outstanding achievement of the modern
fiction.

Virginia Woolf’s stream of consciousness
novels are four in number : ‘Jacob's Room’
(1922), ‘Mrs. Dalloway’ (1925), ‘To The Light
House’ (1927) and ‘The Waves' (1931).
Each of these novels is a fresh experiment,
4 new creative effort. ‘Jacob’s room’ is the
world he lives in. We get the boy himself
in a series of carefully arranged_ snap-shots
preserving all the apparent change and dis-
array of life itself. In Clarissa Daloway’s
story there is little external action. ‘Jacob’s
Room’ covers twenty years ; ‘Mrs. Daloway’
passes in twelve hours. The structure of

‘To The Light House’ is as loose as that of
‘Mrs. Daloway’ is tight. In ‘The Waves’
the whole structure of the novel as we under-
stand it is scrapt. The novel consists of a
series of solilognies uttered by six friends
at various stages of development from child-
hood to age or death. What happens to
them, and between them, must be inferred

from what they say. ‘The Waves’' was the
high water mark of Mrs. Woolf’s experi-
mentation. In a very real sense, ‘The Waves’
was in the current phase, a novel to ‘end of
novels’. '

Virginia Woolf never ceased to experi-
ment with the novel. She rejected realism.
That implied for her the rejection, too, of
conventional plot, of objective characteri-
sation, sequential narrative and description.
She sat to work to recreate the novel on
new structural principles. 1In this new form,
actions do not simply happen to people.
They are rather inferred to the mental states
which they produce in the chief characters.
The conception of progressing in time, which
in the traditional novel is fundamental, is
thus reduced to small importance. In life
a casual remark or chance appearance will
often bring back to a person’s memory the
‘fecl’ of some past episodes, the details of
which have been quite forgotten. But though
forgotten, the experience has been formative
and remains an element in the mental compo-
sition. Mrs. Woolf gave to external events

only a secondary importance. She tried to -

present the creatures of her imagination in
their true inwardness,

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Education and its aims

Like a1l other social subjects ‘education’
is also a controversial one. We have to
face a lot of difficulties defining the exact
meaning of education.

The word ‘Education’ is derived from
Latin word ‘Educare’ which means to ‘bring
up’ or raise, while ‘BEducere’ means to ‘lead
out’. Again, another Greek word ‘E’ means
‘out of’, ‘Duco’ means ‘I lead’. Thus if we
look back to the origin of the word, educa-
tion means bringing up oOr development of
inborn endowment of the child. According to
Pestolozzi, the pioneer of educative instruc-—
tion must be drawn out of the pupils them-

selves and must be born with them.”
Gandhiji also says, «Bducation is the all
round development of the child’s innate

mental, moral and gpiritual powers.
Generally people pelieve that education
means intellectual knwaledge, .the learning
of 3 R’s Or instruction received in school or
college. It is a popular belief that a man
becomes educated when he passes an exami-
aation or obtains a degree. But it is a

yery narrow and restricted view of education.

Education is not limited to instruction
of text books. In wider sense education
means a ceaseless, continuous processs of
development of the individual. Every child
is born with certain traits and potentiali-
ties. Education shapes and moulds these
capacities of the indlvidual. Swami Vive-
kananda says, ~Ihe coul being a mine of
infinite knowledge, man is already perfect
and education is menifestation of this
perfection.” Thus education does not impose
upon the child, something from outside. It
is the drawing out oOf development of the
patural traits and capacities of the child.

Thus education is a process of develop-
ment—a process of modification of the child.
This process does not end with the end of
our school or college life. It is a progess
that goes on from .‘cradle to the grave’, As
Raymont says, “Hducation is a process-of
development, the passage of human being
from infancy to maturity—a Pprocess where-
by the individual gradually adopts him-
self to his physical, social and spiritual

environment,” Thus education is a process



of development which helps the individual
to adjust himself to the different situations
of life. It includes all the knowledge
and experiences of our life. School educa-
tion is only a part of the whole process
of education. In the words of John Dewey,
“Life itself is development and developing
itgelf is life,” Therefore education is alsg
a life-long process of development. It has
no end beyond more growth and change.

Now, we come to the aims of education,
The process of education is directed to attain
certain goal or aim, But we have to face
the same difficulty in defining the aim of
education, Of course, it is not easy to decide
a definite purpose or aim of edueation.
Different philosophers of different countries,
at different times, have defined the nature
aims of education differently. According to
Raymont, “Formation of character” is the
aim of education. Locke says that the true
aim of education is to produce 'a sound mind
in a sound body. According  to Herbert
Spencer, the preparation for complete living
is the aim of education,

Thus we find that there is no single aim
of education, The aim of education is rela-
ted to the ideal of life. Hence the aim of
education also varies according to the varia-
tions of ideals of life, So it is |difficult to
decide a universal aim of education. Though
we can not decide a single aim of educatif)n,
yet we may consider the purpose of education
from individualistic and social point of view
which is true to all the people of all the
countries at all the ages. T, P. Nunn is an
advocate of individual aim of education.
According to him education should provide
such conditions under which individuality
may be Completely developed and by which

the individual may contribute his best accor-
ding to his nature for the good of the society.
An individual js born with certain native
traits and capacities. The purpose of educa-
tion should be to develop these inborn
capacities according to his age, ability and
interest. Education should aim at physical,
mental, social and moral

Education should not only aim at the
development of individuality, but also at
the development of society. John Dewey
advocates the claims of social life in edu-
cation. According to him, education is a
process of ‘adjustment’. go it should enable
the individual to adjust to the present social-
needs.  According to him individual has to
sacrifice all for the good of the society.

But we should not take such an extreme

view, Social development and individual
development must 80 together. Society will
make progress when the individuals are

allowed to develop freely and fully, At the
same time education must help the individual
to attain social cfficiency. Thus individual
and social aims are always co-related,
Another importang function of education
is to give the citizeng vaca
The educated person must
self-sufficient. For this Purpose education
should provide some sort of
training in order to enable t
some livelihood in future.
Education should train the jndividual
not only for some Vocation, but also ffor
leisure. The children should know how to
spend their leisure hours in useful ways-

The birth of Meghalaya on April 2,
1970, gives the Indian Constitution a fresh
Sacrament of confirmation, The year 1970
can be described as the year for the “triumph
of the tribal genius.” After a difficult
Period of indecision, suspicion, political
unwisdom and waste of time, money and
encrgy on procedural wrangles, a new era was
ushered in—Meghalaya was born without
any upset to law and order of the Coustitu-
tion of India. Besides, the emergence of
this frontier state has firmly been cemented
the altar of Parliamentary democracy in

India. Inaugurating the new state our

Prime Minister, Mrs, Gandhi remarked,
“Meghalaya is a musical sound evoking
thoughts of high hills crested with clouds.
The inauguration of this frontier state is
yet another example of the democratic
process which shows that with goodwill,
understanding and Patience, even the most
intractable human problem can be solved
amicably.” Morcover, the emergence  of
Meghalaya is an extreme example of total
integration ( social, cultural, political, econo-
mic, scientific and industrial) of the culturally
homogeneous people. In comparison to that
of the situation, full of fear and suspicion
in Nagaland, the achievements made by the
tribal people in Meghalaya is all
great and remarkable.

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It is, therefore, desirable to note the
type of demand made by the people of
the region. Its geography and statistics as
well as the social, cultural and political
background of the people live in.

Geography and Statistics :

Meghalaya is a small state with an area
of 22445 sq. km. and a population of
9,39.000 approximately. It includes the tribal
people of two important districts of Assam—
the United Khasi and Jaintia Hills and the
Garo Hiils. There are 5 important towns
and 1992 village in the Khasi and Jaintia
Hills and one town and 2415 villages in
the Garo Hills. There are as many as 1,900
private motor cars, 9,650 bicycles and 15450
radio sets in the Khasi and Jaintia Hills
and roughly 20 private motor cars, 2,500
bicycles and 700 radio sets in the Garo
Hills.

Social conditions :

The tribal people who lives in the new
state are virile and intelligent. They are
hard-working and homogeneous culturally.
Their language is a constrction of general
nature having an affinity with that of the
Turkish. The system of matriarch is a
living institution among the Khasis which
also influences highly their social and
cultural life. It is not the bride who
should go to the place of the bridegroom ;
but it is the bridegroom who must go.
Like the Khasis, the matrilineal system
also influences the Garos. Ofcourse the
people in the Garo Hill district are pretty
backward in comparison to that of the
Khasis. Yet the democratic sentiment runs

)
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supréme in their minds and it is found
that like the Swiss cantons, the entire
villages including the headmen took part
in the Council when any controversial issue
appear before it. What is more, the people,
both in the Khasi and Garo hills are
always alert and conscious politically for
which they could give due shape to their
dreams and aspiration in actual practice.

A brief history

Historically, it is quite true that two
decades ago, the rest of the nation knew
very little of the people who lived in this
part of our country. And it is not sur-
prising to note that their demand for a
separate state was a matter of amusement
for others. But to-day it is a reality.
Meghalaya is shinning with all her beauty
under the eastern sky of Indian Union.

Pondit Nehru recognised the importance
of this region much before Indian indepen-
nce, His supreme sense told him to give
priority to the 'idea of full autonomy for
the culturally homogeneous people of the
country. And despite the opposition from
some of his Cabinet colleagues, he stood
firmly for giving as much autonomy as
possible to the hill areas of Assam,
Accordingly, at the time of making of
our new Constitution, the hill areas are
given automy under the Sixth Schedule of
our Constitution. Hence, the Sixth Schedule
can be considered as the first landmark in
the history of the movement for autonomy.

Official demand for a separate State :

Official records show that the first
demand for a separate hill state came-out



from the Tura Conference, 1954, which
was attended by the leaders of the four
autonomous ( according to the Sixth
Schedule ) districts. The demand was made
officially even when the District and
Regional Councils carried on their day to
day administration as provided under the
Sixth Schedule of our Constitution. So,
such a demand can be considered as the
first note of caution to the Sixth Schedyle.

The Government of Assam had to face
a crucial moment of political crisis when
the slogans of a separate state reverberated
throughout the length and breath of the
country. Diffirent conflicting slogans were
demonstrated before the ministers ( poth
Union and State) by the people ( both
tribal and plain ). What i? more, there
took place certain unholy incidents in the
region and the icommon. people were
frightened- The social and cultural gaijr
was completly polluted and a poison tree
was Sprouted-—a tree  of mutual doubts
and  distrust. E?eryone looked to the
Government ( Union and State ) for an
amicable solution to the Browing problem.

Government Efforts :

The Government, under gych o situation,
cannot arrive at an immedijgte decision. It
must always study the situation and act
according to certain procedure, The proce-
dure, specially in India, constitutes several
phases which are generally marked by red-
tape and delay. The systems of red-tape
and delay are the two destructive charac:
teristics of Indian administrative system ever
since independece. It is because of this
undesirable administrative features, we gene-
rally witness a gloomy atmosphere whenever

.

any popular uprising take place. When the
political and social air in the eastern sky of
the Indian Union was completely polluted,
our Government sent the States Reorgani-
sation Commission to visit the region. The
Commission accordingly, visited the region
in 1955 and submitted its negative report in
1966 on the basis of its own findings. After
considering all aspects—geographical, histori-
cal, political, economic, social and adminis-
trative ( of course, according to the Commi-
ssion ), it came to the conclusion that the
formation of a separate hill state in the
region was not possible. As a consequence,
the political atmosphere has much more beenl
polluted and before the General Election of
1957, the hill people placed their demand
much more strongly than before. It made
the situation highly graver and the Centre
rose to the occasion, Pandit Govind Ballabh
Pant, the then Home Minister, rushed to
Assam and somehow convinced* the hill
leaders to agree on a tentative plan for
reconciliation.  According to the Plan
Captain Williamson Sangma, the President
of the Tribal Union, was included in the
Cabinet of Assam with the charge of the
Tribal Areas Department. As a result, the
situation appeare somewhat better till 1960.

The birth of the APHLC

When the Government of Assam intro-
duced the Official Language Bill in the
Assembly in 1960, the tripal people consi-
dering their fate, decided to press wi‘th their
demand with greater vigour than before-
Meanwh_ile, Captain Sangma resigned from
the' cabinet and met (he hill leaders in @
scr!es. of discussion jp Shillong., This time,
the tnbal. people shaped their major political
weapon in a broaq base pattern under an

§
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organisation known as the All Party Hill
Leaders Conference ( The APHLC). It com-
prised the Hill District Congress Committees,
the Tribal Union, the Mizo Union, the Hill
units of the Swatantra and other local units.

The immediate action of the APHLC was
directed towards official language which
might be imposed upon them by the Govern-
ment. They made it clear before the
then Prime Minister Pandit Mehru that if
the Assamese language will be imposed upon
them, they would separate from Assam.
Fortunately or unfortunately, the Language
Bill was passed on Oct. 24, 1960, and the
APHLC decided to separate from Assam.
Even after taking such an extreme decision,
the APHLC, with a view of reconciliation,
sent three delegations to Prime Minister
Nehru who offerred proposals for autonomy.
Probably, the Nation which was pragnented
with problems, found nothing' much possible
to be done in this regional issue. The
APHLC then inthe Tura Conference resol-
ved to boycott the General Election of
1962. Lateron, however, it modified the
decision in the Aijal Conference and resol-
ved to fight the Election. After the Elec-
tion, the APHLC continued the movement
with the same vigour; but in the meantime,
the Chinese aggression took place. There
arose the true spirit of patriotism in the
wake of massive Chinese invasion and the
leaders of the APHLC threw their entire
weight of the movement behind defence
efforts. X ‘

It was Oct,, 1963. The situation/ become
normal and Prime Minister Nehru worked-
out his Plan of autonomy for the hill areas
of Assam. His plan made a promise to
preserve the culture and identity of the hill
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people.  Although the Plan was not an
adequate answer to their demand, the tribal
peoﬁjle considered it as an evidence of
sympathy and respect of their aspirations.
The APHLC thereupon resolved to consider
the Nehru Plan. But the death of Nehru on
May 29, 1964, took away all the hopes from
the atmosphere of mnear-conciliation and a
black cloud appeared once again in the
region,

The Union Government, under the leader-
ship of Prime Minister Lal Bahadur Shastri,
appointed the Commission of the Hill
Areas of Assam with H. V. Pataskar asits
Chairman in 1965 which came to be known
as the Pataskar Commission, It was
appointed to suggest measures in order to
give practical effect to the Nehru Plan.
But the Commission, instead ‘of suggesting
measures to implement the WNehru Plan,
made its own study of the situation once
again. Relying mostly on the materials
supplied by the Government of Assam, the
Commission went on preparing its report
against the demand of the APHLC. As
a consequence, the report submitted by the
Commission in March 1965, was rejected
by the APHLC on the ground that it had
exceeded its limit,

The situation appeared to be much more
graver and several unholy incidents took
place in the region. The Union Govern-
ment in its edrnest search for a solution
to the growing problem, appointed a six-
member Cabinet Committee with Mr, Nanda
as its chairman in 1966. The Committee
continued wide discussion with the Hill
leaders and shortly submitted its report
with ga Sub-State Plan. But neither the
tribal people nor the Government of Assam



accepted the Sub-State Plan evolved by
the Nanda Committee.

The most dignified stage commenced
when Prime Minister Mrs. Gandhi personally
came to Bhillong in search of an accept-
able solution to the problem. It was
December 27, 1966, Mrs. Gandhi, spea}k'ing
to a huge gathering, recognised the [:)Olltlcal
aspirations of the people of thf: hill areas
of Assam. She assured some suitable reor-
Zanisation as ecarly as possible, Fr.om
January 11 to 13, 1967, a serles of meeting
took place in New Delhi, in which the
Prime Minister, the Home Minister, the other
Union Ministers, the Chief Minister of
Assam and some of his senior colleagues,
the = President of the Pradesh Congress
Committee and the leaders of the APHLC
participated. On Jan, 13, 1967, the Union
Government announced its decision to reorga-
nise Assam.

After, the General Election of 1967, a
Committee was appointed with Mr. Asoka
Mchta as its Chairman to study the prob-
lem for an agreed solution. But the APH LF?
SaW 1o point in participating the Commi-
ttee’s deliberations and boycotted from the
same, Meanwhile, the then Home Minsster,
Mr. Y. B. Chavan visited Gauhati, the unoffi-
cial capital of Assam, with a view to
feel the pulse of the people who Wf:re
interested in the issue. It is interesting
to note that on his way to Gauhati, Mr.
Chayan had to face a demonstration orga-
nised by the students of the Gauhati Uni-
versity within the ‘Versity Campus. He
Was told strongly by the students (both tribal
and plain) that a federal structure was not
desirable to the people of the Eastern region
88 '8 Whole.  After that Mr. Chavan had

extensive talks with all those who were
interested in the reorganisation issue, It
was found ultimalty that the idea  of a
federation was not acceptable to the Valley.
Subsequentely, the representatives of all

political parties were invited to Delhi for

a Conference wherein the Government of

India was represented by Mr, Chavan. It
was decided to appoint a Committée wtih
Mr. Asoka Mekta as its Chairman in order
to evolve an agreed Solution. The Mehta
Committee’s report was accepted by the
APCC but the APHLC refused, Talks
between the two 8Toups continued. - Prime
Minister, Mrs. Gauhati told that if the two
interested groups failed to arrive at an
agreed point, the Government of India would
take its own decision. Mr. Chavan also
said very clearly that apart from all other
reasons, the problem of Assam needed immc_—
diate decision from the Strategic point of
view. To quote him, “We are dealing with
4 most sensitive state which has three inter-

national frontiers, two of which are highly
hostile’.

Meanwhile, the Internal

Affairs Committee
had talks with the

leaders of the APHLC
and the APCC and came out with fregh
proposals of an autonomous state. These
proposals appeared to be certain modifica-
tions of the Mehta Committee’s recommenda-
tions. - Subsequently, the Government of
India, announced officially the Autonomous
State Plan on  September IT, 1868, ending
fears, ~suspicion, uncertainities, etc.. The
Plan made it clear that legislation leading
to the Twenty Second Amendment of the
Constitution wij € made to constitute

an autonomouys State Comprising the Garo
Hills, the United Khasi and Jaintia Hills

a legislative assembly and a Council of
Ministers. Subjects, excepting the few of

common interest, will be transferred to the
The Governor of Assam
and Nagaland will continue as Governor of
the new autonomous state. The Assam
State Electricity Board and the Aassam
Public Service Comminission will Continue
to have jurisdictions in the autonomous
state. Shillong will continue to serve as
the headquarters for both the state of
Assam and the new autonomous state.
With this Plan, the 22nd’ amendmant to
the Constitution of India was made on
April 15, 1969, and added a new Article
( Art. 244-A) in the same, This amendment
conferred mnecessary legistative power on
the Parliament to enact a law for constituting
an autonomous hill state within Assam.
Accordingly, on December 24, 1969, the
legislation for the creation of an autonomous
hill state within Assam Wwas passed by
both the Chembers of the Parliament.
Inaugurating the new state of Meghalaya,
on April 2, 1970, our Prime Minister,
Mrs. Gandhi said —Emergence of Meghalaya
is a significant landmark in the Constitu-
tional history of India.” Captain Williamson
Sangma, the Chief minister of the new state,
expressed his esteemed sense of gratefulness
to Mrs. Gandhi and her father Pandit
Nehru for their sympathy, keen interest,
political wisdom and sound guidence in
tackling the problem of the people. He
also apreciated Mr. Y.B. Chavan, the
then Home Minister and few other Cabinet
Ministers for their restless efforts in solving
the problem, At last, he expressed his
sense of gratefulnens to Shri B, P. Chaliha,

Some problems :
The problems before the new state of

Meghalaya are many and vary. The first
importance must be paid to the allround
development of the region. It is impossible
without the help of the Union Govrment.
9o the relationship between the Central
Govrmant of India and the Govroment of
Meghalaya should be like the mother and
new born-baby, Even then the Government
of Meghalaya must take the initiative and
keen interest for the development of the
state. At first, it must pay its attention
towards the economy of the region which

must be bolstered as early as possible.
For this the hill people must change
their social out-look and their thum
cultivation must give Way to scientific

method of farming. They must also seek
help and guidence from the union Govern-
ment to secure the tremendous mineral
resources available in the heart of the
hills, At the same time, sOme kind of
medium and heavy industries must be
cstablished with a view to solve the problem
of unemployment.

7 Further, the Goverment of Meghalaya
must enlarge the hospitals and dispensaries
which are already available in the state.
At the same time, it should seek the help
of the Union 'Goverment, if necessary,
to establish some  mMOIe hospitals and
despensaries in order to ensure a happier
life to the people asa whole, The present
educational institutions should be improved
and some more should be established with
all the faculties including  technical,



»

At the same time, measuresshould be taken
to establish a separate University with all
the facalties. .

What is more, the transportation system
should b: improved not only in Meghalaya
but also in Assium. The all round develop-
ment of a state depends mainly on the
system of traﬁsport. Industry, cemmerCe,
business, scientific cultivation etc. can be
maintained in a state only when the tronspor-
tation system is efficient. So the Goverment
of Mcghalaya nay the Goverment of Assam,
must seck, rather j-alously, t\g obtain
sufficient help from the Union Government

e

to improve the transportatxon system of
the Eastern r-gion as a whole. o
Finally,. th.: —Constltutxon of Meghalaya
may- also pose some serious probleai. The
most \obvious ome'is the common Capital
whlch' may sometimes lead to misunders
standing. Similarly, the common Governor
is. another potential problem. So, efforts
should be made to solve these problems' '
as early as possible. Of course, it is expected
that these problems should mnot stand as
a challenge to the faithful, honest and'
efficient statesmen of the region.
