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PERSONALITY DEVELOPMENT

‘Personality’ is a common-
place word quite often confused
with ‘character’. But ‘personality’
and ‘character’ are no Synonyms.
According to psychologisty, there
is a vast difference in connotation
of the two words. Character de-
notes ‘evaluation or assessment of
a man’s virtues or vices, good-
ness or badness in terms of cer-
tain socially accepted moral values
or ideals.” In other words, it
fay be defined as personality
evaluated, On the other hand,
personality is a much wider term.
It does not merely refer to an
individual’'s moral standards of
ideas. It goes beyond to include
an individual's “characteristic reac-
tion to social stimuli and the
quality of his adaptation to the
features of the

social environ-

“Personality is the total cquality
of an individual’s behaviour as
it is revealed in his characteristic
habit of thought and expression,.
