A Study of the Marxian
Theory of Surplus Value

The main object of writing this ^ have posses exchange-value, the existence
article is to provide an introduction to the
Marxian Theory of Surplus Value. The
origin, nature and distribution of surplus
value play a crucial role in Marx's analy
sis. Marx elaborately discusses the theory
of surplus value throughout the capital.
Being limited in time and scope, we try
to explain simply the main ingredients of
the theory in this paper. Our discussion
covers mainly product and commodity in
Marxian terminology, emergence of sur
plus value, rate of surplus value, compo
nents of the value of a commodity^ and
rate of profit. In the following pages we
will try to explain all these terminologies
in a systematic manner.

A product is consited of both the
use-value luid the exchange-value. It has
use-vaiiie because it bears the power to
satisfy some wants or need, either directly
or indirectly. It has exchange-value, be-

of use-value in it does not come into con

sideration. To become a commodity, a
product must pass by way of exchange
into the hands of the other person. Ex
change value is produced only in those
societies where commodities are produced.
Exchange value arises only in exchange.
In fact commodities may possess use-
value also, but it does not imply that as
they possess use-value, they must have ex
change-value also. Marx regards the
analysis of use-value as lying outside the
sphere of political economy becuase it in
volves a relationship between a consumer
and an object of consumption. According
to Marx, political economy properly in
volves only social relations. The
study of use-value does not come within
the province of political economy because
they involve a relationship between a per
son and an object. But exchange-value be

cause it has the property of being ex- yi^ween goods though they donot involve
changeable for other thingds But while i
we call a product as commodity, it should
posses some definite characteristics. A
commodity is defined as something that
which can be a subject of exchange for
other commodities. It is clear from the

definition itself that a commodity must

social relationship, are of particulais con
cern to the political economist because
every exchange of commodity is also an
exchange of labour. Marx thus conceives
of the value problem as having a quanti
tative aspect as well as a quantitative one.

value labour power ~ the capacity of the
worker to produce something, is consid
ered cis commodity. It satifies the condi
tions to become a commodity. The work
ers sell their labour power to the capital
ist as commodity. It is essential to find
out the value of the labour power as a
commodity. The value of any commodity
depends on the quantity of socially nec
essary labour embodied in it, that is, the
labour time required to produce it under
the normal conditions of production, and
the average degree of skill and intensity
prevalent at that time. Value of a com
modity does not depend on the hours of
actual work, but on the hours that are so
cially necessary.

The value of labour power is de
termined like any other commodity, by the
labour time necessary for production and
consequently also the production of this
special article. The value of labour power
is calculated in terms of labour time nec
essary for the production of his means of
subsistance which are required for the
maintenance of the worker and ^nd the
means for reproducing more workers for
the labour's substitute i.e. his children.
The means of subsistance must incFude
the means of necessary for the labourer's
substitutes in order that this race of pe
culiar commodity owner's may perpetuate
its appearance in the market. The value of
labour-power resolves itself in the value of
a definite quantity of the means of
subsistance. It therefore varies with the
value of these means or with the quantity
of labour requisite for their production.

For educated skilled labour one must add

the cost of education in terms of value of

commodities. The expenses of education
enter into the total value spent in its pro
duction. As values commodities are noth

ing but particular masses of congealed la
bour time.

Capitalist and workers meet each
other in the free market and the workers

sell their labour power to the capitalist.
Workers sell their labour power to a capi
talist, in order to get the means of life, la
bour can only do it. They cannot realise
directly the value of his labour power^.
The capitalist pays the worker according
to the exchange-value, but obtains the use-
value of the labour power. The capitalist
pays the worker according to the value of
labour power. Labour power is a peculiar
commodity in that the value it creats is in
excess of its own value.

Capitalist production is for ex
change, that is, capitalists produce com
modities in order to sell them to expand
their capital, to increase profit. The
existance of surplus value comes for the
existence of a unique commodity-labour
PQwer. The worker has sold his labour
power to the capitalist as its value. The
capitalist now has temporary control over
the worker's labour power. The worker, in
the production process has lost his free
dom, he must do what the capitalist com
mands. The products of labour are the
property of the capitalist. The capitalist
having paid the exchange value of labour
power gained its use-value. The value o:
labour power is determined by the amount



p
of socially necessaiy labour embodided in
the amount for subsistance, let us con

sider it as 5 hours of labour time. Once

the capitalist has bought the labour power,
he makes the worker work 10 hours a
day. In effect, the worker is working for
5 hours to feed himself and 5 hours for
the capitalist without payment. The first
5 hours is termed as necessary labour and
the latter 5 hours as surplus labour. The
capitalist has to paid a wage equel to the
value of labour power which enables the
worker to buy back sufficient commodi
ties for subsistence. In the remainder of
the day he works for the capitalist.

Marx distinguishes between con

chinery. They are called constant capital
because they simply transfer their value to
the final product. The value of raw ma
terials get transformed in full to the final
product, while only a fraction of the value
of nfachinery gets used up in the process
of production and transferred to the final

product. Variable capital refers to that part
of capital which alters in value during the
process of production, namely, labour
power. Labour power produces value to
replace itself in addition to creating sur
plus value. The means of production
transfers value to the new product so far
only as during the labour process they
lose value in the shape of their old use-
value. The maximum loss of value that

they can suffer in the process, is plainly
limited by the amount of the original
value which they came into the process,
or in other words, by the labour time nec
essary for the production. Therefore, the
means of production can never add more
value to the product, than they tnemselves
posses independently of the process in
which they exist^. while the labour, by
virtue of his labour being of a specialised
kind that has a special object, preserves
and transfers to the product the value of
the means of production, he at the same
time, by the mere act of working creats
each instant an additional or new value"*.
Labour is the source of value-labour is
alone creative. Means of production can
only transfer to the final product un
changed the value of the labour already

necesary for his subsistance. Constant
capital can only transfers its value un
changed to the finished commodity., but
the variable capital has the potency of cre
ating a surplus to its owner. It is , there
fore, evident that only the variable capi
tal, i.e. the labour power creates surplus



value.

Marx uses the terms surplus-value
and exploitation interchangeably. More the
amount of surplus value, more will be the
rate of exploitation, because surplus value
is created by the labour-power. From the

Iexpression 'C+V+S' which indicates the
total value of a commodity, we can find
out the rate of surplus value. The rate of
surplus value is defined as the ratio of
surplus value to the value of variable
capital.

Marx assumes that the rate of ex

ploitation is uniform across all firms and
industries. This is because of the assump

n
tion of homogeneous labour, a uniform
value of labour power and free mobility
of labour. Under competitive conditions, if
the rate of exploitation differed labour
would migrate from the high exploitation
firms or industries to the low exploitation
firms or industries. Thus competition
would give a uniform working day. This
obviously a simplifying assumption, but
one which would be a closer approxima
tion to reality the more developed the
capitalist economy.

The capitalist aim is to earn more
and more profit. Hence they will try to
raise the surplus value. With this inten
sion, the capitalist tries to lengthen the
working day. This way of increasing sur
plus value is termed as absolute surplus
value. Let us suppose that the working
day is of 10 hours labour time. Now the
capitalist will try to make it 12 hours,
since the labourer is still capable of earn
ing his means of subsistance by working
5 hours, the capitalist will be able to
raise the surplus labour from 5 hrs to 7
hrs, as a result of which the rate of sur
plus value will be increase. Bur this is not
so simple as it seems to be. This does not
mean that the capitalist can increase ab
solute surplus value without any limit. For
earning larger amount of profit the labour
power is very essential for the capitalist.
The physical capability of the workers has
certain limit beyond which a worker can
not work in the same day. On the other
hand, being the only source of surplus
value, the labour power becomes an ob
ject of careful handling on the part of the



capitalist. They are interested in using the
labour power for their benefit for ever.
Therefore they do not want to make a
worker to work throughout the day (be
yond his physical capability) as a result
of which his working capacity can de
stroy. Apart from this various trade union
activities may also create some problem
in extending the working day beyond a
certain limit.

From the components of the value
of a commodity - C+V+S, we can find
out a ratio to measure the relation of con
stant capital to variable capital in the to
tal capital used in production. This rela
tion is termed as organic composition of
capital (OCC) which is denoted by 'Q' by
Marx himself.

The rate of profit, 'P' which is the
ratio of surplus value to total capital ---|̂
, is more significant to the capitalist than
the rate of surplus value and is the real
inducement to investment. The rate of
profit depends not only on the rate of sur
plus value, but also on the organic com
position of capital. Marx points out that
rates of profit, although they differ be
tween one enterprise and another, tend to
approximate to an average profit to an
averge profit, which individual capitalist
are always trying to transcend by competi
tive struggle. In fact, the direct interest
taken by the capitalist of any individual
sphere of production in the exploitation of
the labourers who are directly employed
is confined to making an extra gain,
either through exceptional overwork, or

through the exceptional productivity of the
labour employed or reduction of the wage
below the average. But the most impor
tant fact is that the total capital is based
on ^surplus value - profit - and is there
fore interested in exploitation of the work
ers, the varying degree of exploitation
depending on the length of the working
day and the intensity of work.

It is generally found that most of
the neoclassical economic as well as the

econometricians make the mistake by con
sidering the profit and the surplus value
as same in most of the time. But in real

ity these are not same, though there may
be some sort of similarities. Surplus value
is exclusively the result of surplus labour,
of the exploitation value - the protportion
of surplus labour time to necessary labour
time - therefore relates to variable capital
only. Profit, on the other hand, relates to
the total capital, both variable and con
stant. The level of the rate of profit is de
pendent not only on that of the rate of
surplus value, but also on the composition
of the capital and its speed of circulation,
but fact that there can be profit at all is
determined only by surplus labour, which
creates surplus value.

With the help of the theory of sur
plus value, Marx exposed the exploitative
mechanism at vt'ork in the capitalist sys
tem. In his endeavour tO penetrate the sur
face harmony and freedom, SPd reach the
inner confclition and slavery, the dialecti
cal method of enquiry proved to be of im
mense help. In fact it was this dialectic
of appearance and essence which enabled

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The contributionofwomen to national
development in current context and its
potential is of considerable significance.
Indian women's involvement in national
progress at all levels has varied from time
to time which is an imdaiputable reality for
the Indians. However wQmens contribution
to mainstream national development
activity has largely remained invisible.

Job market and working conditions
have been attaned and evolved to suit the
requirements of male workers. Women
placed in different social situations and with
added burdenoffamily responsibility, have
had to struggle against urfavourable
conditions. Theyhave to createa place for
themselves in thejob market improve their
skills.

Women's contribution to National
Economics varies from 50 to 80 percent
even though they are not among die top
executives and policy planners. They are
among the baseline, hard-core workers who
sustain economics. They provide extensive
Ilabour force in homes. Women are among
jthe most exploited and deprived sections
Iofworld'sworkers. The situationofwomen

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in the unorganized sector of economic
activity context where social and economic

practices long in use, have discouraged
women's open and organized participation
in labour markets. In fact where women

are concemed— poor families unharitate to
push their women folks to 18 hours work

schedules, both inside and outside home,
would still insist women are just

housewives or 'helpers' in family
occupations. Almost 30 percent of poorer
households specially in rural areas, are
headed by womanwhoare thebreadwinner
of their families.

It is an obvious fact that majority of
rural women, barring insignificant
proportion of families with large land
holdings- labour nor just in homes and
provide life sustaining services, but work
also in fields either as self-employed
cultivators or wage workers. These mral
women constitute eighty five percent ofour
female population. The consequences of
such ratings is non-recognition of women
as economically productive citizei which
in turn lowers their social status.

Unless they are recognized as
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economic assets as productive worker and

provided training and contribution in
national development will be only partial
which is a loes to women as a section and

to the nation as a whole.

Self employed women include petty
traders, vendors, crafts workers small
shopkeepers etc. In rural areas, where a
fairly large number of women are engaged
in cottage industries they suffer from lock
of financial support, marketing facilities and
again, training to improve for such small
entrepreneurs but financial return to the
villagers.

Women workers are more visible in
lurban setting specially in the service sector,
though theirs pation to menjob holders even
here is less than ten percent. The role of
stateauthorities in providing jobsto women
in urban areas is sigrificant, however except
in the public sector industries the share of
women in total job market has been static.
Even in government enterprises, women
after than not, have to function under
favourable and diseriminatory conditions.

In the organised industrial sector, in
factories, mines, plantation etc. Women's
employment has declined steadily. The
reasons for this decline are manyand have
after been discussed. In plantations where
women constitute almost half the labour

force, specially in southern India, they are
exploited both economically and sexually.

The post independence era has offered

kiiiiJ

greater opportunities to women ml
professions and services. As mentioned
earlier, though the proportion of women in
most area has static, their abslute number

has shown appreciable increase, some areas
where the percentage of women
professionals has increased considerable are
medicine and health services teaching and
allied educational services and

administrative positions in public and]
private sector enterprises.

However, these bright spots in the]
country's changing development scene do
not mear that, women as a mle have became
equal participants in national activity and
advancement endeavor. As mentioned

earlier, they still have to acquire adequate
benefits of education, training and!
supportive services to enable themselves forI
a fuller contribution to country's j
advancements.

In this context, it is often argued that I
our country has legislations which are
sympathetic to women workers. However
it is also a fact that employers by and large,
have been able to circumvent and

progressive labour rules. A serious
weakness in the'efforts for economic

advancements ofwomen in lack ofeffective

communication system which would make
women aware ofthe opportunities available
and their right of access to those]
opportunities.



A THREAT TO LIFE

Today the ciy of "problem" is heard
from all the nooks and comers of the globe
and pollution has become a major threat
to the very existence of mankind on this
earth. It is the major chellangeofour times.
" The pollutions of various resources has
gone to such an extent that we are unable
to breath fresh air and drink freshwater.
On one hand the advancements of science
and technology have added to the human
comforts by giving as automobiles,
electricalappliances, supersonicjets, space
craft, better medicines, better chemicals to
control harmful insects and other pests etc.,
but on the otherhand they have given us
a very service problem to face : pollution.

Deferent Ecologist have defines
pollution differently.

According to ODUM (1971)
"Pollution is an undesirable change in the
physical, chemical or biological-
characteristics of our air, land and water
that may or will harmfully affects human
life or that of desirable species, our
industrial processes, living conditions and
cultural assets.

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largely as a result of human activities
(sowthwick 1976). A more informative
definition ofpollution has been adopted by
ENVIRONMENTAL POLLUTION
PANEL; ofUnited States President, Science
Advisory Committee in November 1965 in
its report ; "Restoring the quality of our
environmental" This defination is as
followes.

"Environmental pollution is
unfavourable alteration of our surroundings,
wholly or largely as by product of man's
actions, though direct or indirect effects of
changes in energy patterns, radiation levels,
chemical and physical constitution and
abundance of organisms. These changes
may affect man direotly or indirectly
through his supplies of water and of
agricultural and their biological products,
his physical objects or his opportniteis for
re certain and appreciation of nature."

Types of pollution : Generally
pollutioxi can be classified into three broad
categories.

(1) Air pollution
(2) Water pollution and
(3) Land or Soil pollution.

1. Air pollution ; When due to some



natural processes or human activities the
amount of solid waste or concentration of

gasses other than oxygen increase in the
air which normally has constant percentage
of different gases in it the air is said to be
polluted and this phenomenon is referred
to as air pollution or atmospheric pollution.
It is of the most dangerous and common
kind of environmental pollution.

A major source of air pollution is the
particulate and gaseous matter released by
the burning of fossil fuels such as ceal,
petToleum etc.Out of these comes a variety
of emissions-

(1) Fine particles : Which included
carbon particles metallic dusts, tars, resins
aerosols, solid oxides, nitrates and
sulphates.

(2) Coarser particles Largely carbon
particles and heavy dust.

(3) Sulphur compound (4) Nitrogen
compounds. (5) Oxygen compounds
(6) Halogens and (7) Radioactive substance.

These pollutants are artificial and they
are pourd in air mainly by atleast five major
fuel burning sources such as (1)
Automobiles (2) Electrical power plants (3)
Industrial processes (4) Heating plants and
(5) The transportation industry.

Other sources ofairpollution are minor
in quantities but bear significance due to
the harmful substance they released are
agriculture which is responsible for
pesticides; dust from agriculture. The use
ofpesticides like D.D.T. Aldrin, Chlordane,
Diendrin, Heptachlor and Toxaphene have
gave us the immense benefits but

unchecked use has also given us the

problem of pollution to face.
Hazards of Air pollution ; Clean and

pure air is absolutely essential breath
contains not only Nitrogen Oxygen and ;
Carbon Dioxide ; but a lot of other gases
and particles some of which are present in
relatively small quantities their effect on
human health and welfare may be
considerable. Besides man impure air
affects plants animals and also inaminate
things like buildings and other beautiful
monuments.

The fine dust particles of various
metals present in the air cause a number of
diseases. Heavy dust fall is one ofthe major
cause of the prevalence of asthma, cough
and other disease of the lungs and throat.
Lead can damage the brain of young
children and may even causes death.

Carbon monoxide is one of the most
common and most poisons pollutants in the
urban air. The incomplete burning of any
carbon material specially of gasoline in
automobile produces carbon monoxide,
carbon monoxide causes serious disorders
in body's metabolism, sulpherdioxide
attacks the lungs and other parts of
respiratory system in man, Oxides of'
Nitrogen reduce the oxygen carrying ability
of blood and damage the lungs and causes
eye disease some hydrocarbons present in
the air due to pollution causes cancer.

Airpollution also affects many plants
to a very great extent. For example pollution
by oxides of sulpher affects graps, cotton,
apple etc. Higher concentration of sulpher
dioxide leads to chronic type of injury in
plants. Oxides of Nitrogen restrict the



growth of plants. Ozone harms vegetables
filed crops jfruits and forests trees.

Air pollution and neather : Human
activities like building of dams and roads,
deforestation, diversion of rivers for
irrigation and pollutingthe atmosphere with
the industrial and automobile exhausts has

gone a long way in changing the natural
climate. Various air pollutants increasing
the heat on earth. Air pollutants such as
acid fumes aerosols, ammonia and sulphur
dioxide affects the PH of rain water.

Control of Air pollution : Most kinds
of air pollutions can be controlled by
modem technology, but these are very
costly forpublic. A fine device known as
"Scruber" can effectly separate many gases
such as ammonia and sulphur dioxide.

In India air pollution control
legislation envisages the formation of air
pollution boards at the central and state
levels "with powers to issue and revoke
licences to polluting industries, enforce
emission standerds and fi"ame rules and
regulations for the central of air pollution"
Recently Bombay smoke nu'sance Act has
been enforced only in case of smoke
emanating firom the chimneys of indv strial
units however there is need of legisfation
to deal with fiimes of petrochemicals
units ash, carbon particles.

(2) Water pollution : The term water
pollution is refereedto any type ofaquatic
contamination between following two
extremes (i) a highly enriched oveiprod-
uctive biotic community ; such as river or
lake with nutrients from sewage or
fertilizer. (2) a body of water poisoned by

••I

toxic chemicals which eliminate living
organisms or even exclude all forms of life.

Our water resources may become
polluted firom a number of sources such
as trade wastes which come from the

factories making various chemicals.
Effluents from paper and other mills, acid
mine drainage, cyanide firom blast furnaces,
insecticides from sprays and radio active
wastes from nuclear reactors add to water

to water pollution. The water may be
polluted by domestic sewage and heavy
metals also.

Effects of water pollution : The
water polluted with domestic sewage
spread a number of epidemic disease such
as cholera typhoid dysentary paratyphoid
fever, bacillary dysentary, diarrhoea,
schistosomiasis, filariasis, infections,
hepatitis and jaundice etc. Due to pollution
fishes and other aquatic animals suffers
oxygen deficiancy ; which even kill them.
The poisons carried by various industrial
wates kill bacteria and other aquatic
organisms responsible for bio purification
of water. The wastes fi:om flush lines of
factories may kill fish, cattle and even
human beings. Heavy metallic ions such as
mercury, can cause irreversible brain
damages and even deathin man who may
have consumed fish containing mercury.

Control of water pollution : The
intensity of water pollution can be
minimised by following methods (I)
Adequate sewage treatmentRaw sewage
should not be dumped in rivers or oceans
Before its disposal into them; sewage
should be properly treated in sewage

treatment plants. (2) Treatment of
industrial effluents The industrial

effluents should be cleaned before they are
dishared into river. (3) Recycling The
best method of prevention and control of
water pollution is recycling of various
kinds of wastes. Dung of cow and
buffaloes can be used for the production
of gobar gas; a cheap source of feel and
also of manure.

(3) Land or soil pollution : The

•

pollutants may inhabit processes of soil
formation, and reduce the capacity of the
forest to maintain fertility of the soil.

Control method : The simplest
method is cmde tipping or open dumping,
a common method used in most Indian

cities. More satisfactory is central tipping
or the sanitary land fill, which is recently
adopted in Delhi for solid waste disposal.
In sanitary land fill, a layer of about 2
meters of refuse is covered by atleast 23
