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THE NIAGARA - TI3[E LIVINGART

The 'Niagara Falls' one of the seuenwonders ofthe world which has been fascinating
many people since several centuries isone ofthe marvellous masterpiece ofthe creator. A
million years age, NorthAmerica was a waste land covered with ice. The glaciers advanced
and receded several times asthe earth's climate changed. Then they finally disappeai'ed the
depressions left by thegreat weight of ice filled with water caused the formation of the
great Lakes.

These lakes found many outlets to theAtlantic Ocen. Andoneoutletspilled out the
escapment at thepresent day city of Quunstone, Canada and the Niagara Falls was born.
When the Niagara River began cascading ouer the 250 feet high escarpment the pounding
waterquicklywore away therock and soft limestone. It continues to eat soft and the falls
keep moving gradually upstream.

The Niagara River flows from Lake Erie to Lake Ontaiio, a distance of about 28
miles. Forfive miles theriver flows through a single channel. At Grand Island theriver is
divided into two channels, onechannel 15miles long toontheCanadian sideandtheother
12 miles long onthe U.S. side. At the foot of the Grand Island these two channels again
merge into one rivers. After about 3miles downstream, itfalls into the Niagara gorge. From
the Falls it is 7 miles to Lake Ontario.

diversion on the Canadian side is known as the Horseshoe Falls. The height ofthe Horseshoe
Falls is 150 feet while that ofthe American Falls is 167 feet. The length ofthe curving rest
of the former is 2600 feet while that of the latter is 1000feet. The Hosseshoe Falls recede
at an alarming rate of almost 4 feet a year. Since 1764 it has gone 865 feet upstream. At
present itsrecession is only afootperyear. From lake Erie to theFalls thedescent is50feet, i
It iseasy to imagine thespeed andtheforce of theonrushing water. '

The first person to describe the Niagara Falls was Father Hennepin, a Franciscan
missionary who saw it in 1678. Seeing the great Horseshoe Falls he said that it was the
mightiestcataract he had ever ^en.

It wasonlyafter the warof 1812thatdieNiagara startedto bea touristcentre.Today
Niagara attracts over 3,000,000 tourist a year. They simply stand in awe, spechless as the
water cascade down like rich curtains ofsatin. The splendour of the Falls cannot be narrated,
it can only be felt.

Niagara also became the haunt of stauntmen who delighted the crowd of tourist
either on tight ropes stretched over the falls or falling over it inbarrels. The ^reatest

The Niagara Falls itself is in two parts separated by the Goat Island. The bigger I



of thes0 stuntmaii was Francis Gravelet, popularly known as the Great Blondin. On 30
June 1958 he cro'ssed the Niagara Falls on a tight rope. Another person named Graham
from Philadelphia went over the rapids in aclosed barrel. On July 11th 1886 is his 7feet
wooden barrel hefell from the Horseshoe Falls and came out alive. He repeated his stunt
several times Although Blondin and Graham were successful, yet many Others lost their
lives either falling from the rope or dying in the barrel. The authorities of Niagara put an
end to these students in 1901. ^ , , .

INTRODUCTION: Handier^ ft ^so known as craftwork or simply craft is atype of work
where useful and decorative devices ^e made completely by hand or using only simple
tools Usually the term is applied to ti-aditional means ofmaking goods*. As an economic
activity handicraft seems, generally all over the world, to have practiced by the Tribal folks
or savV aborigines. In Indf. Norlh-East region is an abode of diversified tribal groups,
where'Assam happens to he the melting pot since the time immemorial. Although Assam is

1„ped behind in modem manufacturing industiaes, she was fairly advanced in
h dicraft and other cottage industries, as it was revealed by the history of her own.
r raplhcally' Assam is alandlocked state, but it remains isolated from the mainland of
Td° and her economy is based on subsistence agriculture. Therefore the people of the

ion had to manufacture all the items necessary to their every day life by themselves. The^^li'fof^st resourcf shelped them in developing handicraft and other traditional cottage
dustries. The old mdian epic (the Mahabharata) mentions that agood numbers ofindigenous

ducts of tlie then Kamrupa, such as sandal wood ,deer skin, gold nuggets, perfumes etc., pj.gsented .0 the Pandavas at the time of their coronation. Kautilyas' Arthasasthra also
mentions that vais region produced quality cloth, perfumes, essence, pots etc. The famous
Greek geogrt 3her Ptolemy mentioned in the 2^^ century that Kamrupa was famous for
Silk textiles. In the 7^^ century A.D , Kumar Bhaskar Varman presented many valuable
local products like jewel studded books of Sanchi leaf, pictures drawn on mats, incenses,
perfumes ."essence, pots, silken clotlis, cane baskets studded with gold and silver etc. to
Harsavardhana, thethenemperor of theNorth India.

The region isalso famous Ici its wood bar^boo and cane products. All agiicultural
imnlernents, household gadgets and hunting, fishing-aids are made at home. Besides there

nntters, blackcmiUis, goldsmiths, brasssmiths, beU-metal smiths, ivory artists, etc., who

PROBLEMS OF HANDICRAFT IN ASSAM: •
Handicraft isbasically arural industry, sothe rural entrepreneurship isvery important

in the developing countries like India, where about 74% ofthe population lives w ••u al
areas and over 75% ofthe rural-labour force isstill earning its livelihood from agt'eoiiine
and other allied activities. Land, being limited isunable toabsorb labour inagrir^,iture to a
large extent. Moreover, many farmer entrepreneurs work hard round the year and are stif-
notable to rise above poverty line. This is what thepresent scenario ofrural economy.

Inthe fumament ofAssamese handicraft, acute problems ai^e seen which, even may
lead to the extinction of some indigenous craftwork. Due to the wide spread impacc of
Globalization and some regulatory Acts ofEnvironmental protection, handicraft ofAssam
has been facing severe problems.

For example, (a)there are two main reasons for decline ofB-11- metal works industry.
Firstly, the price of the raw material.(bell-metal sheets) has risen exorbitantly and, iherefore
the products produced by the bell-metal smiths have become costly. These can't withstand
the competition posed by the factory produced aluminum, stainless steel and pl^ctic products,
which can be had at relatively cheap price. Secondly, as the bell-metal sheets are very
costly, these can not be directly bought by the poor smiths. Asection ofrich middle men
buy the sheets and employ the smiths to prepai'e maiketable items at alow wage. The wage
is neither commensurate to the labour put in nor comparable to even unskilled jobs. The
smiths are therefore, opting outfrom thejobs. There are now hardly a few hundred artisans
engaged inthis trad?. " ,• ,

(b)Atpresent the Ivory work is confined to a few lamilies of Baipeta onAssam.
Butiike other cottage industries, inadequate and unreliable supply of raw material and
shortage ofskilled laborers are the two main reasons for its decline. Besides, the financial
retumthattheartisans getis rarelycommensurate to thelabourput in. Moreover, theartisans
have to work with archaic instruments, which affect the quality of the products besides
taking more timeinproduction.

©Although rearing ofsilkworm is a traditional cottage industry; itdoesnotprovide
whole time employment to thosewhorearit.Theyrearit athome while carrying out other
jobs. As the industry is not organized and as the number of trees like, mulbeiry, castor,
SoaluKechem,etc. has beendecreasing, the importance of theindustry has been declining.

Abovementioned are some of the vital examples which reflect the present day
problem. Besides this the generalized forms ofproblems associated with the cottage industry
ingeneral and the handicraft in particular areasfollows:

(i)Individuals- Lackof selfmotivation, shyness, reluctance toaccept change, lack
ofmanagerial skills and lackof innovative thinking outofpossibilities.

<ii) Group factors - Group norms, jaeliefs, lack of fiiui attitude and cultural
temperaments. '

(iii) Becauseof the lack of private initiative in handicraft, the government has to
come up withbold programmes in the area of progress in this sector. But the officials are
not always sincere and dedicated to the cause.

(iv) There is lack of funds; institutional credit facilities are very poor. Though there
I——I are anumber of both public and private institutions helping this cottage industry

I
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financially, the procedure ofloans and advances are so complex that simple and illiterate
rural entrepreneur isunable to handle the problem personally. And are often m,isled by the
miadlemen. . -'

(v) The Co-operative credit societies sdern to be inefficient inthe practical field and
the yare also facing paucity offunds^ Therefore, their funding may not be adequate to the
entrepreneur. , *

(vi) The poor marketing also troubles the handicraft, as the products can not be
profitably sold. Though there are some mai'keting cooperatives, their capacity to handle the

roduct is too small.As a result the middlemen exploit the entrepreneurs andbringdown
tiie profitability ofthe ente^rises.

(vii) Training ofskill and entrepreneurial consultancy are the prerequisites for the
development ofhandicraft. Though there are some institutions to deal with these extension
services, thepoorentrepreneurs ^e often unable to spend time, leaving their other works,
to avail themselves ol these institutional facilities, As a consequence technical skill and
mai. s.gerial capability remain at avery low level.

(viii) The supply ofraw materials is very irregular, either for the high rate of resource
depletion or the enactment o envhonmental protection acts. Since the rural entrepreneurs
purchase only ^ materials, high prices are charged from them. This put

towards entrepreneurship development inthe line to their craftsmanship and professional
knowledge and expertise. Attempts should also be made in designing the curriculum of
various manpower development programmes according to the need ofthe society, more
specifically which ofthe market and integrating them with various state sponsored schemes
introduced
for self employment.

(iv) DIG shas to identify the genuine rural entrepreneurs to impart ti'aining relating
toenterprising. Cost incurred forthis training isnow shared as
follows: 25% by government, 25% by banks and 50% by entrepreneurs. Inthis
regard the governments share be enhanced.

(v) The artisans hpe to be acquainted with the economical methods ofproducing
maximum out put with minimum cost. Hence, consultancy services relating to knowledge
ofmpagement skill and restoration ofquality should be
provided to the craftsman at theh doorstep since they are unable to spend time in attending
the formal institutional training classes.

(vi) It isobserved that the market for the crafts canbemuch widened if the designs
and patternsare made tosuit tofashion oftheday. Therefore, there should besome agencies
to enco'arage the enu-epreneurs tokeep to the latest designs and patterns of their products.

(vii) Facilities ofloans and advances on easy terms and adequate inquantity must
be provided. Therequirement of security against loans should be relaxedand the process
of getting advances simplified ands quickened. Supply of capital on credit through co
operative societies hastobeensured and reorganized.

(viii) There should awide network ofinstitutional marketing organisations so that
the entrepreneurs are notdeprived ofthekdue profits. Inthis regard the state govermnent
must felicitate faks, crafts mela, etc. to atkact the local customers and the foreign tourists.

(ix) /^angements must be made to make available to the craftsman aregular supply
ofraw materials. In this context, the forest division ofthe state can make provisions.

(x) There should be linkage between craft work and other industries as f^ as possible.
(xi) The difficulty that the handicraft ofthe state can not compete with the products

coming inthe market from, other states can be removed to agreat extent by bringing some
of them into the protection programme for a few years within which their competitive
capacity, should be enhanced through technical and orgahizationa: improvement.

(xii) Research and development should beorganized bythe Artand Craft division
andEntrepreneurship Development Institutes on a much wider scale. Innovation of new
techniques which facilitates production with minimum
possible costs helps raising the profit level and development ofthe handicrafts.
EPILOGUE:

Handicrafts as a part of rural industry playan important role in thediversification
anddevelopment of rural economy. Handicraft industries are those located in rural areas,
utilizing the locally available resources such as labour, capital, raw material and skill
Craftsmanshipcan be emerged as a major thrust-in the stategy for the rural development
with a view to provide employment and eradication of poverty by utilizing underemployed
human resources in the rural areas.
