Teaching:

For such reasons now-a-days,
the teaching of the effective use of library and laboratory
has assumed greater importance. The seminar, problem

true teaching in college level is that nothing can be taught..
The college teacher is not an instructor or a task -master,
he is a helper and a guide. His business is to suggest
and to improve. He shows his students how to perfect
the instrument of knowledge and helps and encourages
the students in this process.

Along with teaching and learning, evaluation is also a
major component of an effective education system.
Generally a teacher in the college level attempts to
evaluate the students through examination. Generally
examination can have the following objectives :

(b) To inform the student about their progress so that
they may adjust their teaching programmes
accordingly.

(0 To provide useful and reliable information to
prospective employers about the

potentialities of the candidates as revealed by the
examinations.

But the fruitful disposal of all the objectives of teaching,
learning and evaluation can only be possible through
activities of the teacher. Thus a teacher plays vital role
in the teaching-learning condition in the college level,
thereby helping to promote a healthy academic
environment.

Research:

The second role of a college teacher is that of a
researcher. In the role of a researcher the teacher gives
priority in his professional actions to manuscript writing
and research, reading papers at national meetings,

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Global food Security
and
role of women

Food security depends not only on production but also on policies and institutions
that translate production into food availability, access and utilization by the population.
Women are the principal food producers and preparers for the family. They
play a key role in food and nutrition security at family level. Women constitute nearly
half of the human resource in the country of which 77% belong to rural areas with
agriculture as the minor occupation. In fact, there is hardly any activity in which
women are not actively involved.
Agriculture in developing countries heavily depend on manual labour and the major
contribution is from women. Mostly in rice cultivation, there is heavy dependence on
women. Women have been putting in more labour not only in terms of physical
output but also in terms of quality and efficiency. Women can play a significant role
in improving the production efficiency and profitability. Hence special efforts should
be made to recognize the role and potential of women in food security.
However women constitute a major percentage of agricultural work force but they
have inaccessibility to modern technology, credit training and other facilities available
to male workers and farmers. Other than crop enterprises, they are involved in
animal husbandry including dairying, poultry, piggery, goatary, duckery, or other
agribusiness, viz sericulture, apiculture etc. The significant involvement of women in
protection of farm productsand by products from insects, mites, molds, rodents,
heat, spillage etc. at the post harvest stage is also important. They perform all kinds
of activitiesranging from cleaning and drying of the grains, making of storage structures,
maintenance of hygienic conditions at the storage site, application of conventional
and non-conventional grain protectants etc. to overcome the losses from stored
grain pests. The integrated pest management seeks to empower form women to
become managers and decision makers, so that they can handle to management
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add value to produce j
food processing i

by rural women. Such small scale processing can bring
down the cost and the benefits can be sharf?d l?y
consumers and producers. The women participating in
food production can be assured of food security for
their family as well, while generating gainful self
employment to come out of poverty. Active involvement
of women in food production will also lead to

sustainable agriculture and ensure food security in the
country. If we arc honestly interested in uplifting the
status of women, we have to recognize and value fully
the contributions of women to food security. In addition
work in the household should not be considered always
as a part of women’s duties as wife and mother, it
should rather be taken as a paid occupation for, in both
the household and national economy. Infact we are
taking undue advantage of women’s endurance and
patience by not bringing them equal to men in wage
and social status. It is high time when all men and women
of good will should try genuinely to make the invisible
actors visible, otherwise the very purpose of the slogan

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THYROID GLAND & DISORDERS OF
THYROID SECRETION

Thomas Wharton (1655), first discovered
the Thyroid gland. It is present in all vertebrates.
The Thyroid is the largest and the most familiar of

all the glands in the endocrine system. In men &
other mammals it is located in the lower part of the
neck region, posterior to the larynx ot voice- box

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and anterior to the trachea. The gland consists of
two lobes, connected to each other by a thin strip
of connective tissue called Isthmus. Each lobe is
formed of numerous follicles or vesicles in close
association with thin walled blood capillaries. It
weights about 20-25grams. It is concerned with
multiple biological functions. The synthesis of thyroid
hormones occurs in the presence of enzymes per-
oxidase & iodinase.

Hormones :- Thyroid gland produces three
hormones which are listed below :-

) Thyroxin,
i) Triodothyronine,
1il) Calcitonin.

Iodine is the major component of the first
two hormones. Both and iodinated forms of
aminoacids Throsine. These are concerned with
increased basal matabolic rate [BMR], energy pro-
duction, oxygen consumption, carbohydrate and
protein metabolism. Calcitonin regulates the calcium
level in blood plasma and also inhabits the calcium
loss in bones.

DISORDERS
Hypo - secretion of thyroid hormone or
hypothyroidism :-
1. Cretinism :- The cretinism is a condition caused
by extreme hypothyroidism during infancy and child-
hood. The disease is characterised by failure of

1
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growth (dwarfism), slow eruption of teeth, retarded
mental development, potbelly, enlarged tongue, thick-
ening of the skin, lowering of body temperature and
heart rate and blood pressure. A child having very
low amount of thyroid secretion is called Cretin.

It can be cured if detected early.

2. Myxoedema :- It is a hypoactive thyroid
disorder in adults. It is characterised by puffiness
of the skin (particularly face and hand), deposition
of lipids specially of the cholesterol in the blood
vessel causing arteriosclerosis, extreme muscular
sluggishness, lowering of body temperature, B.P. and
B.M.R., lack of alertness and intelligence etc.

3. Simple Goitre :- The under- secretion of thyroid
}Jsually leads to an enlargement of the thyroid tissue
1tsF:1f which gets visible as a lump in the neck region.
Ft 1S an adaptive response to the deficiency of iodine
In the diet. That person shows the symptoms of
hypothyroidism.

It is compensated by taking iodised salt or
food. Goitre is a rare disease along the sea-coast
;):dciilélse the sea-food contains large amount of
4. Hashimoto's Disease :- The condition of too
low thyroid secretion causes this disease. The small
amount of thyroid hormone or drugs taken for
treatment are accepted by the body as antigens. The
body synthesizes antibodies which enter this gland
and start destroying it. Hence this disease is also

called as suicide of thyroid gland or autoimmune
thyroiditis.
Hyper - secretion of thyroid hormone or
Hyper - thyroidism

The hyper - secretion of thyroid - hormone
leads two or three times enlargement of the gland.
1. Exopthalmic Goitre :- The disease is
characterised by an all times excited heart rate,
protrusion of eyeball (exopthalmous), rapid matabolism
and increased appetite, loss of weight, rapid res-
piration, palpitation, sweating, physical and mental
restlessness, insomnia, and nervousness.

This type of goitre can be controlled by
injecting controlled dose of radioactive iodine.
2. Gigantism :- Hyper function of the thyroid gland
causes gigantism which is characterised by increased
skeletal growth leading to tall structure.

3. Acromagaly :- This is another type of disorder
related to over-secretion of the thyroid gland. This
disorder leads to an increase in the thickness of
bones of lower jaw, hands and feet. There is an
excessive deposition of fat in the sub-cutaneous
tissues of hand, feet, skin, nose and lips.

4. Plummer's Disease :- In this type of disorder,
hyper secretory nodules develop in the thyroid gland.

In order to maintain a normal metabolic rate,
growth and development, an appropriate amount of

thyroid hormone must be secreted in our body.

One
of the most specific and more inclusive definition
given by Ellwood is- "culture is transmitted socially,
that is why, by communication, and gradually em-
bodies in a group tradition of which the vehicle is
language. Thus, culture in a group is a matter of
habits of through and action acquired or learned by
interaction with the members of a group. It includes
both the whole of man's material civilization, tools,
weapons, clothing, shelter, machines and even sys-
tems of industry and all of non-material or spiritual
civilization such as language, literature, art, religion,

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morality and law and government."

In 1963, the NCC was included
in school, colleges and universities and due living was given following the order of the Govt. of
India. The NCC training was put in different institutions of North East Region (NER). The
main objectives of NCC were-

1. To develop character, comradeship, discipline, leadership, secular outlook, spirit of
adventure and the ideals of selfless service amongst the youth of the country.

2. To create a human resource of organized, trained and motivated youth to provide
leadership in all walks of life and always available for the service of the nation.

3. To provide a suitable environment to motivate the youth to take up a career in the
Armed Forces. The chief office of NCC is situated in Delhi. There are 17 branches of NCC
in different states of India. One of the branches of NCC is at NER. The directorate of NCC
provides to open a branch in institution also or platfrom. So that the cadets can participate in
Rongomonso like culture programme, drill, general knowledge, firing, map reading, sports,
advanture activities, plagoe area, performance in YEP (Youth Exchange Programme) etc, The
other purposes of NCC are the provide the cadets to perform their excellence and work and
make them capable of achieving different prizes and honours like Best Cadet Award, Gover-
nor Gold Medal Award and Special Prize of Director General etc.

It is needless to say that the cadets may perform their excellence to achieve the honour
provided by the Govt. of India but the cadets must have the qualities of leadership.

When the dirt settles at the bottom of the bowl,
remove the leaves and repeat.

Remove the thicker part of the stems and cut or tear
the leaves. For most greens, such as spinach, bok choy,

In practice, this means that they are
usually published on the Web. They are a specialized
form of electronic document: they have the purpose
of providing material for

academic research and study, and they formatted
approximately like journal articles in traditional printed
journals.

Electronic Databases

An e- database is an organized collection of infor-
mation, of a particular subject or multidisciplinary
subject areas. The information of an e- database can
be searched and retrieved electronically. Contents of
e- database include journal articles, newspaper,
articles, book reviews and conference proceedings,
etc. It usually updated on a daily, weekly, monthly
or quarterly basis. Types of e-databases may be full-
text or bibliographic. Full- text databases contain the
whole of an article such as citation information, text,

{wb}

illustrations, diagrams and tables. Bibliographic da-
tabases only contain citation information of an article,
such as author name, journal title, publication date
and page numbers.

CD- ROM

CD-ROM is Non volatile optical data storage
medium using the same physical format as audio
compact discs, readable by a computer with a CD-
ROM drive.

Application of e-resources in Academic libraries
The electronic resources that are available in libraries
are and outcome of the advances in both computer
technologies, including information storage and de-
livery mechanism, and Software providing user
friendly interfaces. In most of the libraries. Online
Public Access Catalogues (OPAC) have almost
replaced card catalogues, offering enhanced search
capabilities for accessing the collection of library.
Many libraries also provide a web interface to their
library and information system, often including direct
links of electronic journals, books and internet
resources (Cholin, 2005).

Role of UGC on promeoting of e-resources in
Academic libraries

The University Grant Commission has contributed
substantially towards facilitating access to scholars
and faculty members of college and universities of
India by introducing the N-List and UGC-INFONET
project. These projects envisage bringing about the
qualitative change in the infrastructure of Indian
college and Universities. The research communities
of these college and universities can now have timely
and easy access to journals and other electronic

resources.

N-LIST

The Project entitled “National Library and Informa-
tion Services Infrastructure for Scholarly Content
(N-LIST)”, being jointly executed by the UGC-
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INFONET Digital library Consortium. The N-LIST
project provides access to e-resources to students,
researchers and faculty from colleges and other
beneficiary institutions through server(S) installed at
the INFLBNET Centre. The authorized users from
colleges can now access e-resources and download
articles required by them directly from the publisher’s
website once they are duly authenticated as autho-
rized users through servers deployed at the
INFLIBNET Centre. for authorijation the colleges
must have registered under the N-LIST programme.
